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Medical Procedures in School Policy

We treat all medical conditions with the same care and attention. Asthma for instance may be categorised as amber or green because it is more quickly treatable in school but staff understand that untreated it can be life threatening. The colour coding helps the school categorize the condition rather than the severity of outcome.
All children diagnosed with a new or pre-existing medical condition will be categorised into three sub-categories:- RED, AMBER or GREEN.
Each medical condition will be assessed along with the symptoms and additional risk before placing into a sub-category.  Parents are required to provide the school with as much supporting documentation as possible.
On some occasions, additional training may be required in school.
Medication may be stored in school in accordance with the Medicines in School Policy.
RED
RED medical conditions are severe conditions that may pose a threat to life and/or require urgent medical attention.  
All red medical conditions are recorded on the child’s file with supporting documentation stored in in the school office as well as in the classroom’s locked box and in the SEN office.  Up to date medical reports and accompanying documentation are required to support the child and their condition.  All paperwork must first be recorded in the office before sending to the class teacher or SENCo.
A ‘Red Medical’ sheet will be displayed in staff only areas to include name and photograph of children with red medication conditions to familiarise all staff and promote awareness.  Confidential information will not be displayed.
A medication form must be completed if regular medication is required – See Medicines in School Policy.
AMBER
Medical conditions classed in the AMBER sub category will include allergies that are not life threatening and conditions that may require monitoring or regular medication.
All amber medical conditions are recorded on the child’s file with supporting documentation stored in in the school office as well as in the classroom’s locked box and in the SEN office.  Up to date medical reports and accompanying documentation are required to support the child and their condition.  All paperwork must first be recorded in the office before sending to the class teacher or SENCo.
A medication form must be completed if regular medication is required – See Medicines in School Policy.
GREEN 
Medical conditions classed in the GREEN sub category pose no threat to life and may or may not require medication.
All green medical conditions are recorded on the child’s file.  A medication form must be completed if regular medication is required – See Medicines in School Policy.
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
